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The Planets in December

Mercury-visible after sunset low in the SW sky until mid Dec
-maximum eastern elongation (21°) on Dec 4 (mag. - 0.3)

Venus -prominent in the eastern morning sky (mag. -4.1)
-close to the waning crescent Moon on Dec 9

Mars  -too close to the Sun to be visible
Jupiter -prominent in the eastern sky at the start of evening twilight (mag. -2.9)
-near the waxing gibbous Moon on Dec 21-22

-double shadow transits on Dec 23 and 30 (Observer's Handbook)

Saturn -visible in the SSW after sunset (mag. 0.9)
-close to the waxing crescent Moon on Dec 17

Uranus -visible all night (mag. 5.6) between Aries and Taurus

Neptune-visible after evening twilight (mag. 7.9) between Aquarius and Pisces
